Chicken Pox 

On Thursday, February 25, 2010 we received notification that a parent of a Lone Rock student had contracted chicken 

pox. As yet we do not have a student in the school who has chicken pox, so that is good news, but we thought it would 

be prudent to let our families know that chicken pox is in the community.  Children who have compromised immune 

systems would be most at risk and their doctor should be contacted. Also adults can get really sick from chicken pox.  

The symptoms are a skin rash of blister-like lesions, covering the body but usually more concentrated on the face, 

scalp and trunk.  A fever may develop just before or when the rash appears. Chicken pox is spread by coughing, 

sneezing(highly contagious), by direct contact, and by aerosolization of virus from skin lesions.  If you have any
